All petitions
for a review must be submitted on
the Assessor’s Application for
Review Form. The deadline date is
on the form.

e April — Board of Supervisors
typically sets tax rate.

¢ June 1 — Postmark deadline for
appeal consideration by the Board of
Equalization.

¢ June 5 — First half real estate taxes
due.

e December 5 — Second half real
estate taxes due.
